SUMMARY:  
Overnight the ship continued her transit from Kailua Bay to the Papahanaumokuakea Marine National Monument (PMNM) reaching PMNM mapping area ~ 16 Oct 2300. The ship will be working outside of PMNM boundary but inside the boundaries of PMNM reporting area (an area 10 miles wide around PMNM boundary). PMNM staff (Hoku Johnson), upon contact, directed to report the ship’s working area to nwhi.notifications@noaa.gov (please see comments section for more details). 
MAPPING:

Transmit board # 16 remains failed. Kongsberg Inc has shipped the replacement board and we should receive, install and test it during the next inport (Oct. 21-Oct.26).
During the transit the EX ran some multibeam lines over the charted wreck USS Bluegill. Although several targets were picked up around the reported position of the wreck; positive identification of the wreck will perhaps wait for ROV
