 Goal: t at this place, and also will be represent a nice comparison with other targets we explored in this SE at similar depths. 

The goal is to explore a southern limb of the seamount ("Gemelbung") for evidence of hydrothermal, volcanic, and biological activity, investigating the detected presence of potential seepage putatively discovered by the BJIV trawling operations; as well as investigate how the fauna on this seamount varies with depth.

The dive plan is to start deep (~1380m) on a limb and line on which the BJIV data implicated "bubbles at the surface", and traverse upslope following this limp to waypoints 2 and continue upslope to the seamount summit.
